Mick Finch is Commissioned Pastor at Mt. Lebanon Presbyterian Church in Henryville.  The congregation still leaves the basement door unlocked to provide shelter during weather emergencies.  On March 2, 2012 a devastating tornado killed 34 people as it crossed Southern Indiana with a wind speed of 175 mph.  It caused massive damage in Henryville, from which debris was found 70 miles to the northeast in Kentucky and Ohio. Mt. Lebanon was damaged but became an effective crisis center for months afterward as the city struggled to rebuild.
