In 1825 Rev. Isaac Reed organized Greencastle Presbyterian.  After several locations down-town, in 1990 a new building was built on 5 acres on the east side.  A daycare was added in 1997.  Even with fewer children due to COVID-19, it now serves 19 children with 5 staff.  The SAWS (Servants at Work) program builds ramps at low/no cost for handicapped.  The last 11 years ramps have been built for 206 county residents. During the virus outbreak we’ve placed a food box outside our front door.  Pray our daycare continues to provide loving care, SAWS continues to free handicapped from their homes and our food box helps the needy.  We strive to LOVE like Jesus, LIVE like Jesus and SERVE like Jesus.  Rev. W. Kendall is pastor.
