Lexington Presbyterian Church, pastored by Rev. Aaron Flucke, is a vibrant community of faith organized in 1818 by Scotch-Irish families.  Rev. J. Dickey was the first minister.   By 1844 the Church moved to the square in Lexington and has stood as a testament to God's saving grace.  In 1997 it was hit by lightning and burned.  From those ashes God's church was revitalized, rebuilt and reengaged.  Then the Good News Club was begun at Lexington Ele-mentary, an after-school version of VBS to share the good news of Christ with students. The Jesus Story Book Bible is given to all kindergarten students, ensuring they begin on a firm foundation.  We partner with the three other Lexington Churches and purchase the school supplies for all in K-5th, roughly 200 students. Our church helps staff and financially support the Good Faith Preschooland and Scott County Clearing House food bank.  We help Operation Christmas Child, Samaritan's purse and Heifer International and a pastor in Bagdogra, India. He leads a church and runs the only school in the area where kids receive education, good meals and Biblical instruction. Amigos for Christ helps villages in Nicaragua install clean water.  Four members have travelled down to participate.  We also support Centerstone, a facility of the Synod that helps women battling addiction.  Clients who are pregnant or have had children removed by CPS are given first priority.
