Graham Presbyterian Church was founded in 1817with a log church where the church now stands on the Graham Creek. In 1851, a white frame church was built for with two doors, one for men and one for women.  It burned in 1935, the night before the annual Homecoming.  At Homecoming 1938, the church we worship in today was dedicated.  Rev. Michael Bean has served as pastor 23 years.  Though small, Graham supports God's works at the Wayside Inn Homeless Shelter, Louisville Seminary Bookends Fund, Good Samaritan Food Pantry and Muscatatuck Christian Ranch, which offers a free week of camp to disadvantaged youth.
