Fairview Presbyterian Church is a rural parish in Gibson County, between Princeton and Francisco. Founded in 1895, it has a vital ministry. Averaging 40 in worship, it maintains a Sunday school, youth ministries and a Vacation Bible school as well as hosting social events. The original church burned in 2004. A new worship space and community center was built and is debt-free.  The church is known for its welcoming atmosphere, vital spirituality and strong personal connections. 
Today’s Guest Artist – James LaVelle is a concert pianist from the Finger Lakes region of upstate New York. Initially drawn to the music of Beethoven he began studying classically in Ithaca before moving to the Midwest to earn a Bachelors degree from Eastern Michigan University followed by a Masters in piano performance from Jacobs School of Music under the tutelage of the late Edmund Battersby. A converted Bloomingtonian, James resides here and maintains a private teaching studio as well as collaborating and presenting recitals.
