Today’s Guest Speaker – Elizabeth Mitchell

There is an African proverb that says you cannot know where you are going if you don’t know where you have been.  To the wisdom in that saying, we can add: You cannot fully know yourself until you know who your people are.  This proverb has guided Elizabeth in her passion to educate, entertain and inspire people about the history of African Americans.
Elizabeth has been active in her passion for African American history for over 40 years. Also, over the past 40 years, she, along with her husband, James Mitchell, Jr., have collected ‘Jim Crow’ artifacts and now own the largest private collection of African American memorabilia in Indiana.  This collection is used to educate and stimulate conversation about race in America.  
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In addition to educating, lecturing and writing about the ‘black experience,’ Elizabeth still has found time to for other community service activities.  For 20 years she answered Santa letters that filtered through the post office during Christmas and for three years of her 35 years with the United States Postal Service, she served as the chair of the diversity committee.  She was a Big Sister in the Big Brothers/Sisters program and a Girl Scout leader.  Elizabeth chaired Bloomington’s Soul Food Festival from 2004 to 2007.  In 2003, she was chair of The Martin Luther King Jr. Day Commission for the city.  In 2005 and 2006, she chaired the city’s Black History Month Committee.  She has been President of Highland Village Neighborhood Association and is a graduate of Bloomington’s Citizen Academy as well as Leadership Bloomington.

          Elizabeth, along with Dr. Gladys DeVane and Danielle Bruce conceived Resilience Productions where they research, write and produce live performances such Indiana’s Untold Stories for the Indiana Bicentennial, Stories of Monroe for Monroe County’s Bicentennial.  Elizabeth acted in Remarkable Women: Madam C. J. Walker& Albion Fellows Bacon to a sold out house at the Monroe County History Center.  On radio, she co-founded WFHB Public Radio’s popular “Bring It On.”She is currently working on a documentary film about First Baptist Colored Church of West Baden Springs, Indiana built in the early 1900’s and recently restored.
