First Presbyterian Church of Columbus pastored by Rev. Felipe Martinez is grateful how members and friends have stayed connected over the last two years, whether worshipping via streaming or, recently, back in the sanctuary. We continue to be active in mission, in particular with two projects. In 2021, we recruited Columbus congregations to help resettle Afghan families. The interfaith group includes First Baptist, First Christian, Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints, First Presbyterian, the Islamic Society and St. Bartholomew Catholic is works with two agencies, Church World Service and Catholic Charities. We have placed six families in close proximity to each other to support their sense of community. Since they speak several languages, they’ve connected with Hindi speakers in Columbus. Project two is a Matthew 25 partnership with First Pres Bloomington and Fairlawn Columbus. With a grant from Louisville Presbyterian Theological Seminary we live out our sense of call, which we’re channeling to the three areas of Matthew 25: Congregational Vitality, Dismantling Structural Racism, and Eradicating Systemic Poverty.
