Today’s Guest Artist
James LaVelle is a concert pianist from the Finger Lakes region of upstate New York. Initially drawn to the music of Beethoven he began studying classically in Ithaca before moving to the Midwest to earn a Bachelors degree from Eastern Michigan University followed by a Masters in piano performance from Jacobs School of Music under the tutelage of the late Edmund Battersby. A converted Bloomingtonian, James resides here and maintains a private teaching studio as well as collaborating and presenting recitals.
Today’s Guest Minister
Rev. Dr. David Rosen is a native of St. Louis, Missouri and the Missouri Ozarks. His early spiritual formation was in the Evangelical and Reformed Church (now the United Church of Christ) and the Presbyterian Church, USA. He was educated at Southwest Missouri State University, Springfield, Missouri, Eden Theological Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri and McCormick Theological Seminary, Chicago, Illinois. He has served churches as small as nine members and as large as 2,200 members and worked with numerous youth ministries prior to his Ordination on June 22, 1975. His full time ministry has taken him from St. Louis to southeast Missouri to Peoria, Illinois to North Central Florida to Crawfordsville to Terre Haute and Bloomington. He and his husband Bill Adams operate a small stained glass studio on the lower level of their home just south of Bloomington. Dave retired in 2013 and continues to supply preach almost every Sunday and attends First Presbyterian Church where Bill is a member on his "free" Sundays. 
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
